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TVC Information for SBS

Before a TVC (aka Dub, Ad, commercial) can be broadcast on SBS we need the below from the client:
Material Instructions: 
· Agency/Client/Campaign
· Product
· Dates of application
· Key numbers of TVC (identifying name for traffic system and reporting)
· Specific rotation and market/product requirements (must be clear and concise)

CAD: approval number (8 Digit code given by Free TV which contains a classification for the TVC. 

This tells us where we can legally air the ad).  
· Free TV recommends allowing for at least 2 days for a commercial to be classified
· Free TV is not open on the weekends- only Monday to Friday 9-5
· All TVCS must have CAD before they can air on SBS - this protects both the client and SBS
Material: An electronic or physical copy of the dub 24 hours before transmission. Dubs can arrive at SBS in two ways:
· Electronically via Adstream/Dubsat. These are satellite services which send the TVC directly to our server.  
· In a hard copy (Tape). Our on air system only can injest from a DVC Pro tape (50 or 25 size is fine). We can no longer use Digi or Sp Betacams.

Aspect Ratio

SBS broadcasts everything in a 4x3 aspect ratio. 

We accept TVC’s made in both a 4x3 (720 x 576) format and a 16x9 (1024 x 576) format, however any ads made in the 16x9 format must be “centre-cut safe/4:3 safe”.

This is to avoid loss of text or picture on the sides when it is broadcast in 4x3. If a client sends a 16x9 ad that is not centre-cut safe, it will possibly appear stretched and cropped when we broadcast it. Production companies and creative agencies should know these terms when creating the TVC.
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
