Commonwealth Disability Strategy

SBS is required to report on its performance in relation
to the Commonwealth Disability Strategy under its core
government roles of Employer and Provider.

Employer
Employment policies, procedures and practices

comply with the requirements of the Disability
Discrimination Act 1992

All of SBS’s Human Resources policies meet the
requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act including:

e Workplace Diversity Strategy — contains strategies that
aim to eliminate discrimination and bias in recruitment
and employment and achieve equity principles;

e Staff Selections Policy - includes requirements for
selection committees and decision makers to comply
with applicable anti-discrimination law;

e Elimination of Workplace Harassment — includes
information on disability discrimination in employment.

There were no complaints or grievances lodged by
employees with disabilities in regard to SBS’s work
policies and practices during the year.

Recruitment information for potential job applicants
is available in accessible formats on request

SBS’s Workplace Diversity Strategy encourages
workplace diversity within the framework of merit
selection. Recruitment information is available
electronically on the SBS website. Externally advertised
vacancies are posted on the SBS website and internally
on the SBS intranet. Applications for positions can be
submitted in electronic format by applicants.

During 2007-08, SBS received no requests for this
information in other accessible formats.

Agency recruiters and managers apply the principle
of ‘reasonable adjustment’

SBS engaged consultants to assist with reasonable
adjustment to the workplace for 28 employees. The
consultants engaged were specialists in vocational
rehabilitation and occupational therapy. The assistance
provided in each case involved a worksite visit and
assessment of the employee’s duties and work
environment and the provision of a report detailing what
adjustments and special furniture or equipment were
necessary to accommodate the employee’s disability.

Training and development programs consider the
needs of staff with disabilities

All training and development programs accommodated
the needs of staff with disabilities.

SBS Radio has developed guidelines for the management
of interns which, amongst other things, aims to support
and address the needs of interns with disabilities.

Training and development programs include
information on disability issues as they relate to the
content of the program.

SBS’s regular ‘Induction’ and ‘Workplace Harassment and
Discrimination’ programs address the issue of workplace
diversity, including disability. Three ‘Induction’ programs
and four ‘Workplace Harassment and Discrimination’
training programs were run by SBS Human Resources
during 2007-08.

SBS Human Resources reviews the content of each training
and development course prior to presentation to ensure
that information concerning disability remains current.

Complaints/grievance mechanism, including access
to external mechanisms, in place to address issues
and concerns raised by staff

Issue and dispute resolution procedures are contained
in the ‘SBS Certified Agreement 2005-2008’ and SBS’s
‘Personal Grievance Policy’. The procedures include
provision for a complainant to access external bodies
to assist with the resolution of a complaint.

Established mechanisms for quality improvement
and assurance

SBS Codes of Practice

The SBS Codes of Practice set out the principles
and policies SBS uses to guide its programming.
The following codes ensure that SBS maintains
its standards in respect of its disability strategy.

e Prejudice, racism and discrimination: SBS seeks to
counter attitudes of prejudice against any person on
the basis of their race, ethnicity, nationality, sex, age,
sexual preference, religion, disability, mental illness,
or marital, parental or occupational status.

e Subtitling and voice-overs and closed captioning
for people who are hearing impaired or deaf: SBS
provides closed captioning for its programs in
accordance with the Broadcasting Services Act 1992
and makes non-English language programming
accessible through English subtitles.

e Community information: SBS allocates a limited amount
of free airtime on SBS Television and SBS Radio
schedules to community and charitable organisations
for the broadcast of community information.

e Comments and complaints about SBS programming:
sets out SBS’s formal complaints handling
procedures and how audience members may provide
feedback to SBS.

The Codes of Practice are reviewed on a regular basis
with internal and external community and stakeholder
consultations. SBS’s Community Advisory Committee
provides input to each review.
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Closed captioning

SBS through its Subtitling Unit, coordinates the
provision of captioning services for people who are
hearing impaired or deaf. The Subtitling Unit monitors all
feedback regarding the quality of its captioning services,
including open captions, in order to ensure that such
services are of the best quality available in Australia.

Consultation

SBS engages with industry bodies concerned with
media access for people with disabilities, in order to
continuously improve the delivery of its services.

SBS’S Community Advisory Committee (CAC) provides
assistance to the SBS Board by giving advice on
community needs and opinions on matters relevant to the
SBS Charter. SBS takes into account the importance of
disability representation when recruiting new members.
The present committee includes a member with
experience in using disability services.

SBS is a media partner in the National Media Mental
Health Group (NMMHG) initiative, which aims to raise
awareness and improve reporting on suicide and
mental health in the Australian media. SBS is on the
Steering Committee for the NMMHG’s Mindframe and
ResponsAbility programs. SBS and NMMHG have
conducted media awareness training for reporting on
suicide and mental illness.

SBS has partnered with Multicultural Mental Health
Australia (MMHA) to raise awareness of the issues
around mental health for Australians from culturally and
linguistically diverse backgrounds. Representatives from
MMHA have visited SBS to provide briefing sessions to
broadcasters and journalists to discuss the challenges
in breaking down the cultural barriers and stigma that
surrounds mental health.

Established service charter that specifies: the roles
of the provider and consumer; and service standards
which address accessibility for people with disabilities

SBS Charter

The SBS Charter is set out in the Special Broadcasting
Service Act and states that the principle function of SBS
is to provide multilingual and multicultural radio and
television services that inform, educate and entertain

all Australians, and, in doing so, reflect Australia’s
multicultural society. SBS is required to provide its
services to all Australians.

Closed-captioning

SBS Television provides closed captions for the benefit
of viewers who are deaf or hearing-impaired. During the
year, all program content in English transmitted between
6pm and 10:30pm and all news and current affairs
programs (other than non-English language programs)
transmitted outside these hours were closed captioned
(as required under the Broadcasting Services Act).
Programs that commenced in prime-time were captioned
until their conclusion.

Web publishing guidelines

SBS Online implements and facilitates web publishing
guidelines to ensure compliance with recommended
accessibility standards. Where SBS corporate
documents are available in PDF they are also made
available in HTML in compliance with W3C international
accessibility guidelines.

Contacting SBS
People who are deaf and hearing impaired are able to
contact SBS via a TTY telephone service.

Complaints/grievance mechanism, including access
to external mechanisms, in place to address issues
and concerns raised about performance.

Code 8 ‘Comments and Complaints about SBS
Programming’ of the SBS Codes of Practice provides
for comments and complaints to be submitted to SBS.
Comments, informal complaints or complaints against
transmission may be provided to SBS by letter, facsimile,
email and telephone, including a TTY telephone service.
Contact details are provided in SBS corporate publications
and on the SBS website.

SBS’s Audience Affairs Unit, headed by the SBS
Ombudsman, undertakes an independent and objective
investigation of complaints that allege a breach of the
SBS Codes of Practice. Complainants are required to
submit their complaint in writing through a dedicated
formal complaints email address or using an online
complaints form, provided on the SBS website.

SBS has a Complaints Committee to which the SBS
Ombudsman or an SBS Division can refer a complaint
for further consideration.

The Broadcasting Services Act provides for an external
review of formal complaints through the Australian
Communications and Media Authority. Complainants are
advised of this process in correspondence sent to them
regarding their complaint. Code 8 of the SBS Codes of
Practice and the SBS website provide information to
complainants about the external review process.
